INSTRUCTIONS:
1. On-line entries will be accepted from April 1 to June 1 via the Delaware State Fair website.
2. This contest is for children and adults ages 5 and up.
3. Enter the appropriate class based on the exhibitor’s age on January 1, 2024.
4. Only the first 25 entries per class will be accepted.
5. Contest will take place on the first Saturday of the Fair, July 20.
6. On the day of the event, prior to the contest check-in time, present yourself at any gate and

show your Fair Entry receipt to a teller who will then issue you a complimentary gate
admission pass. The pass is good for that day only. Anyone who accompanies you will be
required to pay admission.

RULES:
1. LEGO pieces will be provided to each contestant by the Delaware State Fair to construct an

original model using Lego building blocks and LEGO accessories, such as trees, people,
windows, etc.

2. All pieces will be loose in a pile.
3. Each participant will be given an equal scoop of Legos.
4. Each contestant will be allowed 60 minutes to complete their model.
5. To ensure fairness, each exhibitor will be required to build their model on site by

themselves.
6. Prize money will be mailed within 30 days after the close of the Fair.

JUDGING:
1. All models will be judged based on originality, detail and design.
2. The decision of the Judges is final.

AWARDS:
Prizes will be awarded for each class.
